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The 3rd annual Palm Beach County
KDW Classic co-hosted by the West
Palm Beach Fishing Club (WPBFC)
and the City of Riviera Beach was held

June 4th out of the Riviera Beach attracting 258 boats
and approximately 1,000 anglers.  This year’s tournament
saw plenty of big kingfish and wahoo at the scale, more
than in year’s past.

In all, over
$28,000 in cash awards were presented to winning an-
glers in the one-day Kingfish-Dolphin-Wahoo fishing tour-
nament.  These prizes were generously provided by the
cash award sponsors listed below and the tournament’s
presenting sponsor, the Marine Industries Association
of Palm Beach County.  Thousands of dollars worth of
raffle and treasure chest awards were presented as well.
“Everything went great this year.  The Classic is really
building a loyal following, its become the ‘must fish’ tour-
nament of the year,” commented KDW Classic committee
member Pete Schulz, who also serves at the tournament
weigh-master.  “Everyone will be pleased to know that we
have already budgeted for the event next year,” announced
Tim Oenbrink of the MIA.  “We continue to be impressed
with the number of boats and anglers that fish the Clas-
sic.  The tournament is a lot of fun and is great for the
county and the local marine industry.”  Next year’s Palm
Beach County KDW Classic is scheduled for Saturday,
June 3rd, 2006, at the Riviera Beach Marina.   Proceeds
from the Classic support the youth education and conser-
vation programs conducted by the Palm Beach County
Fishing Foundation, the charitable affiliate of the West Palm Beach Fishing Club.
